Born 1754, Colin Mackenzie became famous as an engineer, surveyor and
cartographer. In 1815 he was appointed the first Surveyor General of India,
a post he held till his death in 1821. He embarked on collecting local

He says that “it struggled
long under the miseries of bad management ... before the south came under
the benign influence of the British government”.
