It is always advantageous to delimit the role and nature of monitoring with
respect to ‘evaluation” of a literacy and adult education programme. Broadly
speaking, monitoring may be defined as ‘formative or concurrent evaluation” of
the programme done internally by the agency involved with the implementation
of the programme for improvement of the management system. Monitoring is
generally not intended to determine the impact of a programme. Evaluation of
literacy and adult education programmes, on the other hand, when done by an
external agency as a summative operation may enable the agency concerned to
highlight the final outcome of the programme, but these finding unlike the
monitoring may not be of immediate help to the field level literacy and adult
education workers. External evaluation of a programme by competent agencies
may indicate the impact of the programme on the life of the learners and the
society at large. Such studies enable the national leaders, policy makers and
administrators see the potentiality of the literacy and adult education movement
in a wider national development perspective.
