With the subsiding of the mass movement, one era in the Indian freedom
struggle was over. It would be wrong, however, to see the Swadeshi movement
as a failure. The movement made a major contribution in taking the idea
of nationalism, in a truly creative fashion, to many sections of people, hitherto
untouched by it. By doing so, it further eroded the hegemony of colonial
ideas and institutions. Swadeshi influence in the realm of culture and ideas
was crucial in this regard and has remained unparalled in Indian history,
except, perhaps, for the cultural upsurge of the 1930s, this time under the
influence of the Left.
Further, the movement evolved several new methods and techniques of mass
mobilization and mass action though it was not able to put them all into
practice successfully. Just as the Moderate’s achievement in the realm of
developing an economic critique of colonialism is not minimized by the fact
that they could not themselves carry this critique to large masses of people,
similarly the achievement of the Extremists and the Swadeshi movement
in evolving new methods of mass mobilization and action is not diminished
by the fact that they could not themselves fully utilize these methods. The
legacy they bequeathed was one on which the later national movement
was to draw heavily.
The Swadeshi movement was only the first round in the national popular
struggle against colonialism. It was, to borrow the imagery used by Antonio
Gramsci, an important ‘battle’ in the long drawn out and complex ‘war

of position’ for Indian independence.
