This concept was specially
expressed by S.C. Roy in his famous book ‘Mundas and Their Country’. This book was
published in 1912.

But the reality is that the entrance of the Sadans in Jharkhand and the history of
their intimacy with the Adivasis is very old. Their friendship started in about first
century, perhaps in Madhya Bharat. The Mundas gave abode to the Nagbanshi Kings
who had defeated the Kushans in the beginning of the first century. This gave an
impetus to the growth of their friendship.

Pratap Rai, then, the Nagabanshi king, made chutia his capital in the fourth
century and invited many people from other places to settle there. This process went
on expanding. Some people came here with military expeditions, many people made
this place their shelter.

If this were not the case, the long chain of archaeological remnants since fourth
century B.C. would not have been found here. These monuments have been enlisted
by the British before 1872. Disregarding these facts S.C. Roy has tried to prove that the
Sadans are new immigrants during the Mughal period. This is an illusion.

In fact if the traditions of the Sadans in Jharkhand were not very old, and if they
had no affectionate relationship with the Adivasis, the similarities seen among them
would have been rare.

So, the reality is that the relationship between the Adivasis and the Sadans is
very old and cordial.
