 This Test contains Synonyms & Antonyms…Almost all of them were From GRE BARRON’S 12th Edition & upward…30-50% of them will be repeated from previous TCS papers. Few Questions on Sentence Completion were also there..for these also refer BARRON’S.
NOTE: During the Exam..you should be careful..because on the computer screen the names  Synonyms & Antonyms will be placed side by side so that we may by mistake choose an antonym instead of a synonym…so Be Careful..                      
2.          Aptitude Test: 

This test will consist of very general questions…This is the easiest section Compared to the  Other Two. Almost 70-80 Questions will be repeated from the Previous TCS Papers…just learn the method from those papers..same model will be given..(This happened almost all the times). If you have time refer to any Aptitude book of your interest…it may be  R.S.AGARWAL or any Other……

3.         Critical Reasoning:
        Here Starts your Problems…30 Minutes…12 questions..don’t think that there is a lot of  Time..these will be somewhat tougher those who has some touch with such kind..and will be Very Tough.. if you haven’t seen this kind before..so,you should have some practice  relating this kind of questions…  3 paragraphs will be given.. 3X4.. 12 questions.. first 2 paragraphs will be   some twisty questions… like our arrangements questions… routes between cities.. like  that… and the last one will be on Data Interpretation…

You prepare Data Interpretation again from BARRON’S…. but the remaining  from R.S.AGARWAL-Reasoning…. Or from Barron’s 13th Edition

4.         Psychometric Test:
This test comes up only if you qualify in the Aptitude test… This test consists of 150 questions which we should answer in 30 minutes (of course, that much time is not required) Don’t think that this test has no weightage.. there is filtering in this test too… this test tests  your psychology.. Remember among 150 many questions were asked again & again in a 
variety of ways.. so don’t get trapped… be honest while attempting this test.. choose what  you’re your heart says.. it will take you through the test..

INTERVIEWS:
Now if you are Alive Even after All these tests….then you have to face a Technical Interview…
It may be on the same day of the Test.. so be Prepared in Advance…..
The Interview will be done by a Panel of 2 members…. No need to worry.. They will be Very  supporting & Friendly.. First they ask us to Introduce ourselves… then they’ll go into your project details… don’t forget to prepare project…. They mainly concentrate on your project only…so be  confident on every aspect of your project… then you should have some basic knowledge on C  language. There will be some questions like “what is the o/p of this code?”, “what are the errors in  the code?”..like that… so be prepared for all the basic concepts.. If needed you have to write some  small codes too.. at the end they will ask some general questios like “Why TCS?”, “Where do you  see yourself in the next five years?”, “do you have any questions?”, try ask some questions… it  shows your interest in the Company.. 

HR:
Now if Chase this one too…. Then comes your Final Attack.. the HR Round… I many times heard that “I failed in HR round!”.. likewise anwers…. But you should not fail in it.. because it involves no technical questions… it just dwell into your innerself… so, be confident and frank while facing this round…They generally ask questions like “Tell about yourself?”, “Who r your role models?”, “What is your weakness?”, don’t say “I Have no weakness!”, just prepare a small weakness for yourself that causes no harm to your future…O.K.. “What is your mother tongue?”

if your Academic background is good.. be prepared to face some Techies here too….

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TCS INTERVIEW ON 18th NOVEMBER AT HYDERABAD
Hi everyone,
First of all I request the organizers of freshersworld, to publish this article at any cost, because I’m able to send this article almost after 10 days of my interview. I wanted to send all my experience of tech, MR and HR interviews at once. That’s why it became late for me.
I’m Nagarjuna Reddy. I’ve had my technical interview on last Saturday, 18th November 2006. Before this interview I’ve taken the written test on 07th October 2006 
      I’ve had my technical interview on last Saturday, 18th November 2006. The interview was so cool. My interview was scheduled at 12 in the noon. But its gone late and I’ve had it at 04:30 in the evening. The duration of my interview was around 35 minutes. The interview panel consisted of only one member. Later one more lady employee joined him. They mainly concentrated on DBMS, C programming language, OOPS concepts with C++ and Operating system.
He started the interview with the routine question
(Before my interview started, he has gone through my resume thoroughly.)
Interviewer: Tell me about yourself.
Me: told about myself without any problems as I’ve prepared already for this question.
Int:  What is DBMS?
Me: given the definition in my own words and also the different databases that are available right now in the market.
Int:  about joins.
Me: explained it neatly and various types of joins with examples.
Int:  what is ‘Index’ in DBMS?
Me: sorry, I don’t know much about it. But the basic info about it is…. each entity will be assigned an index in the database environment. (Like wise I’ve told.)
Int:  what is a key and its types.
Me: explained with no problems. primary key, foreign key, super key with examples.
(Here, we had a long discussion on the concept of foreign key. He asked me to explain it with examples. I’ve taken two tables ‘Student’ and ‘Course’ tables and explained neatly. He was simply convinced.)
Also the interviewer asked me the following questions from DBMS.
What is Embedded SQL, stored procedures, integrity constraint, cursors and views?
(Here also we had some discussion over the concepts of cursors and views. I’ve told the differences between tables and views and explained about the cursors neatly.)
Also he asked me some simple SQL queries. I’ve given correct answers for all of them as those are not that much complex queries. Not only for me, but for anyone those are simple SQL queries.
Then he came to my MCA academic project work. I’ve told him clearly the abstract of the project.
Int: What are the software that you’ve used for the project development.
Me:Told about the software. (Since my project is based on J2EE, I’m keep on saying about those technologies. Then he revealed me that ‘it’s ok. But I don’t know JAVA’)
That time the lady interviewer joined us. Then he introduced her to me by saying her name. And she started asking me few basic concepts on java like abstract class, interface etc.
Int: How many marks will you rate yourself in C on a scale of 5?
Me:I’m sure. 4.
Int: So 8 out of 10. It means good.
Then they started posing questions on me from C. The questions covered from this subject are…….
What are the differences between C and C++? What is a Pointer? Overloading and overriding concepts from C++.
Then he asked me to write a C program to print the following structure and started writing it on the paper.

As soon as he started writing the structure, i told them that the structure is like Pascal’s triangle, then they both replied ‘yes’.
This time I told them that ‘I need some time to think about the logic involved, for generating the given structure. But I can print the same in Right angled triangle shape’ and I started writing the structure on the paper like..

They asked me to do that.
Immediately I’ve took the paper and asked them ‘whether only the logic is sufficient or shall I’ve to write the entire program?’. They preferred only the logic.
So I’ve written. Then they asked me to explain it. I’ve started explaining. Meanwhile they asked me ‘Stop. it’s ok’.
Lady Int: Write a program to swap two numbers using only two variables. i.e without making use of third variable.
Me: Sure. I’ll do it and (I started writing it. When I’ve written just two lines of code, she has a smile on her face and asked me to stop and said ‘I understood the logic that you are going to use’.)
Also they asked me some more questions from Operating systems (Memory management, paging, demand paging etc).
Int:   Do you have any questions to ask us?
Me: (didn’t get any question at that time. But I preferred to ask them at least one question, which is always there in my mind.) i.e. can I get the chance here in TCS to work on J2EE technologies, if I gets selected, as I’m sound in that area?
Int:  (Started saying about the training they are going to provide and its consequences) And finally he said I’m also new to TCS, so I don’t know about it here. (Immediately the lady interviewer started saying ‘Sure, you’ll get the chance, and I’m also working on that platform these days. But it may not be immediately after the completion of your training’).
Finally, those were quite satisfied and the interviewer himself told me ‘It’s ok. I’m recommending you for the MR interview.’ (And asked me to wait outside to know the schedule of MR interview)
(I’m quite happy to hear the result from the interviewer and thanked both of them)
Here I want to say one more thing, while the interview is going on, one servant came and gave snacks to the interviewer. He made it 50-50 and offered me. But I rejected it. Then he asked me ‘No problem, you can eat it first’ and he gulped his share of the snacks. But I replied him by saying ‘It’ll be difficult for me to discuss while eating’. Later when I’m coming out with good news from the interviewer, I’ve taken my share of snacks with me as I’m feeling so hungry then. I even didn’t have my lunch today. Then we all have only smiles.
Friends!!!! See how cool the interviewers and the environment is?
After that TCS people have announced the results along with the MR interview schedule. My interview was on 21st (Tuesday). This time they’ve given a form to us to be filled before coming to the MR interview.
I want to say one more thing here, through out all my 3 rounds of interviews, I’ve not used the words ‘sir’ or ‘madam’ to salute them. I even called both the interviewers with their names in my technical round. Also they expect to be called like that.
Managerial Round of Interview: (On 21st November 2006)
This interview was also so cool for me. With the confidence I’ve gained from Tech round, I’ve attended this interview with coupled confidence.
Actually my interview was scheduled at 11:00 in the morning. But it became too late again. It started at around 4:00 in the evening. To my surprise, I was asked all HR questions in this round even though it is said to be Managerial Round. This interview also consisted of only one member. But many of the candidates who were appeared for the MR interview were been asked questions based on their academic project and/or technical questions only, in this round of interview. I was asked the following questions like…..
Tell me about yourself, what are your areas of interest, positive and negative points in you, your achievements, About TCS, Why should we hire you etc (Some more questions, but all these are purely HR questions. Its duration was 20 minutes for me.)
After it is over, they announced the results. I was through the MR also. Again they announced the HR interview schedule. For me it was 05:15 in the evening on the same day. In this round also TCSers eliminated some candidates.
HR interview: (On 21st November 2006)
This interview remained almost all miserable experiences for me. I’ve had a stress kind of interview here. The interviewer seems to start argument with what ever I say. And I was asked even unexpected questions. This round consisted of Project related questions even though it is HR interview.
For me it started at around 05:30 in the evening. Here I’ve faced many problems with the interviewer. The interview consisted of only one member.
As soon as I entered into the cabin, I wished him good evening. No reply from his side.
Int: (with no smile rather seriousness in his face) Tell me about yourself?
Me: keep telling about my PG briefly and moved on saying my achievements, goals etc.
(He interrupted me, and here we had some long discussion over my PG college as I’ve quoted in my resume that I was figured in top 2% of the candidates appeared for ICET-2003, Entrance examination for MBA and MCA aspirants into all universities in Andhra Pradesh)
Int:  If so, why didn’t you select campus of any university in the state?
Me  given the reasons. (He seems to be somewhat convinced).
Int:  Can you tell me the subjects that you are having in your last semester (3-2) of MCA.
Me: told the subjects.
Int: (Again he asked me the subjects of the previous sem than 3-2 i.e 3-1)
Me: told some of the subjects.
Int:  Do you have DBMS in your curriculum?
Me: yes, in our second year of MCA.
Int:  what are the concepts that you know from DBMS?
Me: written all the major concepts related to it on the paper.
Int:  its ok.
(Before my interview started, the interviewer gone through my resume thoroughly, and with that, he came to know about my project briefly, as I’ve written our project’s abstract in my resume).
Int:  Tell me about your project in detail.
Me: told about the project clearly. My responsibility in its development (as we 2 people were developed the application) is coding for 4 out of 7 modules and entire testing.
Int:  (Concentrated on project design, especially on database design process) How many tables are there in your application?
Me: (shocked!!!!! Didn’t expected this question, even though I know it) told clearly that ‘even though the database design is not my responsibility, I need to know the basic concepts of the databases of our application, since I need to make use of them while coding. It consists of 18 tables totally.
Int:  why that many number of tables? Why don’t you maintain all the data in a single table? (with the same amount of seriousness on face)
Me: told the problems with that approach.
Int:  if so, why don’t you create a separate table for each column?
Me: (stunned) even then told the problems with this kind of approach also.
Int:  I was not convinced with your answer, again the same question, why that many tables?
Me: (thought that he is expecting me to talk about some other concept like normalization or so) I’ve told about normalization and its types.
Int:  can you explain where you have used all these different types of normal forms in your project?
Me: Actually all this process is carried out by our project member. I was not involved in this process. So I don’t know about it.
Int:  Again asked me the same question for the fourth consecutive time.
Me: (I got irritated and loose control on myself. This is where I’ve committed a biggest mistake.) I’ve drawn the structure of the TCS building roughly, where our interviews are being conducted, and questioned him ‘why you are maintaining all these departments in separate rooms why not a single big hall?’
Int:  (Came to know that I was fell into his trap) Finally what do you want to become in TCS?
Me: (with a little bit of guilty feeling because of previous answer) I want to become System Analyst within 3 to 4 years.
Int:  will you become System Analyst immediately now?
Me: No No. Right now I came here for recruitment with TCS as a software programmer. But my goal for the next 3 to 4 years is to become System Analyst (SA).
Int:  Ok, can you tell the responsibilities of SA?
Me: As I’m a fresher, I don’t know all the responsibilities of SA, but one of the major responsibility is to analyze the system to be built and again analyzing the system after it is built to find whether it is meeting the client’s requirements or not? Apart from this he may also involved in some more functions. But I’m unaware of them now.
Int:  So, you want to become SA without knowing his responsibilities.
Me: I’ve nothing to say for this question and remained with blank face with this kind of his questions.
Int:  So, it’ll be difficult for you into TCS, anyway I wish you all the best.
Me: came out with complete dissatisfaction.
So friends!!! What happened here for me is… I was asked MR questions in HR interview and all HR questions in MR interview.
This is all about my tech, MR and finally miserable HR interview experiences at TCS. Everybody says that the interview will be cool. But some times very rarely, we may come across this kind of stress interviews. With this experience I’m not confident of being selected for TCS. Still the results are awaited. The TCS people are going to announce the results through their portal in the first week of December or so.
So friends don’t be panic of interviews. It’ll be very cool as everybody says. Very very rarely only we may come across such type of panel members. Even there you should not loose control on yourself. Here I’ve committed a biggest mistake by questioning the interviewer. Also in TCS, you can’t expect only tech questions in tech round of interview and only HR questions in HR interview. Anything can be asked depending on the panel member.
I wish all the aspirants of TCS, all the best 
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TCS PAPER ON 7th NOVEMBER AT CHENNAI 
Hai friends,
The general placement procedure of TCS is:
1. Aptitude Test
2. Technical Interview
3. HR

APTITUDE ROUND (Online Test) 
I was asked to appear for the TCS Recruitment process for the first round. I was sent a username and password and asked to log on to the website and fill in a few more details and then generate a Hall Ticket (PDF) format. I took 2 prints of the hall ticket and 2 copies of my resume along with me. A photo identification proof is also required (Driving License / Voters ID / College ID card / Passport etc)
The Aptitude Test was conducted at SRS College of Multimedia, Avadi, Chennai on 12th October. No. of students appeared: Almost 18,000 Since the test was an online test I might not be able to remember some of the questions.. but heres what I can recall. The section actually consisted of three sections namely,

1) Verbal Section. (20 minutes)
Ø      10 synonyms
Ø      10 antonyms
Ø      6 fill in blanks
Ø      6 reading comprehension
Prepare GRE words as much as possible. But don’t waste lot of time going through this section. Prepare a high frequency GRE Barron’s word that’s enough.

2) Aptitude (40 minutes)
Ø      38 questions
In this section almost all the questions were from previous year papers. So for aptitude just practice previous year papers. That alone is enough. Be thorough with all the aptitude questions and especially the method of doing. Make sure that u get 35 questions correct out of the 38 questions.

3) Analytical & Critical Reasoning. (30 minutes)
Ø      3 passages 
This section was exactly from GRE Barron’s (12th edition). The questions order was also not changed. So MUG it up.
4) No Psychometric Test. 
Try to get 85% in aptitude, 20% in Verbal and 20% in Analytical & Critical Reasoning and then u can be confident that you will get short listed in the first round.
TECHNICAL INTERVIEW 
No. of students short listed for Technical Interview: 2937 The Technical Interview was conducted at St.Joseph College of Engineering, Chennai on 31st October. Getting short listed in the Technical Interview is quite an uphill task. If u doesn’t know the answers for his questions jus be frank to tell him that u don’t know. Don’t try to make up with the answer that will create a bad impression on you. Before attending the technical round prepare well about what you have mentioned in your resume.
Also prepare well the basics of C, OOPs Concepts, Data Structures, Core Java, CPU Scheduling and Memory Management, S/W Engg., RDBMS Basics, OSI Ref. Model. 
If they ask you to write a program don’t say u don’t know, try writing it and don’t worry about syntax and minor mistakes as don’t expect 100% perfection from us. There were 20 panel of H.R for the technical interview. Majority of the panel has 2 H.R and remaining has 1. I was send to a panel with single H.R. These are the questions the interviewer asked me and my answers and it went around 35min.
1. Market Yourself?
2.  Tell me abt your project and the role u played?
    Ans: I told him abt my project in detail. As my project was on ATM n/w he asked me some questions in that and also abt TCP/IP.
3. What is polymorphism? Give examples?
   Ans: A OOPs Concept. It’s the ability to take more than one form. I told him abt Method Overloading and Method Overriding.
4. What are constructor and destructor?
   Ans: Constructors are member function with same name as that of the class and are invoked automatically when an object is created. Destructors are used to deallocate the resources allocated by the object.
5.  Write a program for Operator Overloading and factorial?
6.  So u know Java? Write a program to swap two no. is java without using temp. Variable?
   Ans: When I was trying to write this program he asked me the logic and proceeded to the next question
7. Do u know SDLC?
   Ans: Ya. Software System Development Life Cycle
8.  Explain me the phases in detail?
   Ans: I told him abt the Requirement, Analysis & Design, Program, Testing, Operation & Maintenance Phases. As I have mentioned S/W Testing as my Elective subject he asked me what are the testing methodologies to be considered before starting a Testing Process and I told him the 8 testing methodologies.
9. What is CPU Scheduling? Types
    Ans: Its used to increase the CPU utilization. Types are preemptive scheduling and non-preemptive scheduling.
10.  Do u know abt Data structures?
    Ans: Yes. (Even though I didn’t mention anything abt data structures in my resume he asked questions from that)
11.  What is a Data Structures? Types
    Ans: Way to organize data. Linear Data Structure consists of Arrays, Linked Lists, Stack and Queue. Non- Linear Data Structure consisted of Tree, Graph and Set.

2. strictly- this may not be 100 % right as many questions look very  similar. So go thru and make alterations if you feel so.
3. In each groups there are 2 kinds of questions- if you say yes to some and no to others you will land up at the same definition. So its your common  sense to understand the affirmative and negative tones of each question 
and answer accordingly- you should know when to answer no and yes for each  question in the same group-
4. some groups itself are opposite to each other and can be grouped  together- but I have separated them on the basis of finer inferences  
e.g.:- 
serious persons cant be easy going type. if you say no to any question on  serious group question you will land as an easygoing personality and vice  versa- so they can be put under a single group-  but some finer points  prevent from doing so  
1. Will you be interested in social activities.
2. While going upstairs do you move two steps at a time.
3. Can you make friends with people of the same sex or with opposite sex also
4. Your friends consider you as a leader in your group
5. People think that your'e serious minded.
6. There are times you feel dull without any reason.
7. You host several parties
8. When relatives come to your house do you entertain them.
9. You can work for long hours without tireness.
10. In your company you want to lead the organisation.
 A. Aptitude section (1:30 hours):- In aptitude section, there were again three sections. You can move around to any question,skip one question and come back to it later within a section, within ur time. But once u leave a section, u can not come back again. The sections may appear in any order.
1. Verbal Resoning - 32 questions in 40 minutes. 10 synonyms, 10 antonyms, 5 sentence completion (with multiple blanks) abd7 questions from reading and comprehension. 
2. Quantitative aptitude:- 28 questions in 40 minutes. general quant questions as asked in CAT or GRE, including time and speed, percentage, series questions, pie charts, venn diagrams, permutation-combination,  probablility, compound interest, percentage, etc. 
3. Critical Reasoning :- 30 minutes. There were three word puzzles, each having 5 questions based on it. The puzzles were like there are three different ways to reach from town A to Town B, which will be the most economic way, which will be the shortest way etc. The puzzle Book of George Summers mighthelp in this section, although presence of mind is very much required. 
B. Psychometric test:- 150 questions, 30 minutes. This test will automatically appear on ur screen if u clear the cutoff for the aptitude test. The cut-off is static, i.e. it is pre-decided. 
       It does not depend upon the number of students appearing. So once u clear the aptitude test, and if ur score is above the cutoff, psychometric test will appear on your screen. in psychometric test, there are questions about ur personalityand behaviour, e.g. have u ever shown leadership quality in the arrangement of any event, are u socially active etc. All the questions have only three choices, yes, no and can't say. The TRICK is that never mark any can't say, and be honest in answering the questions. The same question will be asked to u in different manners and they'll check u for ur consistency. e.g. the question about how good are u in making new friends was asked in 10 different manners. 
           The result of psychometry test will not appear on computer screen,but will be told to u separately. Once u clear he psychometric test, u will be allowed to appear in the technical interview and will be required to fill a paper based form (same as the electronic recruitment form on the TCS website, in case u registered on-line) 
C. Technical Interview:- You can be asked anything in your technicalinterview. It may be more of HR as well. Mostly, they'll check ur
learning capability, so they'll ask u anything from any of the subjects that u have studied so far. They'll ask you about what subjects have u studied in ur previous semesters and then what is/are your favourite subject(s) and then ask u related questions.You may also be asked about ur project thoroughly. (asking means
orally or writing down, both). if you have mentioned about knowledgeof programming languages, you may be asked to write down a simple program. 
D. HR interview:- if u clear the technical interview (you will be told about it), then u will appear in the HR interview. Prepare for the questions like, describe yourself, why do you want to join TCS,why are your academics so low, etc. you may be asked about your hobbies and the questions related to them. They may also ask technical questions related to ur area of specialization (branch, i mean). 
Please keep in mind that the Technical and HR interviews are not very much segregated, you may be asked anything in any interview.so be ready. The TRICK is  -  be confident and be honest. don't try to be oversmart, and humbly admit if u dont know about anything. Learn a little bit of C and C++ programming
