Spatial structure recognizes a duality between ‘Spatial process” and ‘Spatial
structure’ that is between ‘movement over the earth’s surface” and ‘the resulting
arrangement of phenomena on the earth’s surface’. In Burges’ view, spatial structure
could be defined by interpreting structure as geometrical. This became the central
feature of the Quantitative Revolution in geography wherein spatial structure became
synonymous with spatial pattern. Modern Human Geography also recognizes an
essential dialectic between spatial structure and social structure so that spatial analysis
is now frequently also social analysis and vice versa. Spatial structure is both a condition
and consequence of human action.
