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1. "With almost one-third of preventable losses attributable to theft, pilferage 16
and non-delivery, a wise shipper should take adequate precautions.” What
are the general precautions that you would advise a shipper to take?
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Give reasons for the following :

a) Maximum export packing standards are required when shipping by
"port-to-port" service.

b) For liquid cargoes carried by air, do not fill containers completely.

¢) Center of gravity of the load should be placed evenly between the
sling's angle and as low as possible within that angle.

d) When stowing bagged cargo, the bags in the outer rows in all tiers
should be laid with their mouths towards the inside of the pile.

¢) Even in case of Door-to-Door movement of containers, packing needs
to be sufficiently strong.

f)  "Chaalo Jalli" is considered to be one of the commonest causes of
damage to small packages of cargo.
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A truck has to be loaded with packages of varying dimensions, weights
and degree of fragility. Describe how these loading arrangements are 1o be
effectively done to ensure safety of both the truck and the load?

the type of load to be lifted." In the light of this statement, suggest suitable
cargo gear and slinging method for -

a) cargo in bags

b) Long objects such as metal sections or wooden beams.
