There only chance of escape was to find a way up the cliff, which in some places was not very steep. At least they might be able to climb high enough to be out of reach of the waves, which were coming close all the time.


In less than twenty minutes they found a narrow path which seemed to lead all the way to the cliff top. But their troubles were not yet over. Halfway up, the path was blocked by a large rock, which they could not climb over. The two at once began shouting at the top of their voices, of the rock. He told them not to move until he came back. In a short while he appeared with two policemen, one of whom climbed down a rope which was lowered over the rock. The two boys were then pulled up to safety. At the top of the cliff they found their anxious mother and, their younger sister. She had told her parents where they had gone and thus saved them from spending a wet night on the cliff.
