In Jadur dance women respond to men’s singing holding each others hands in
line.  There may be more than one group.  Male dancers, singers and musicians are at
the centre.  In a way men are surrounded by women dancers.

Jadur is a dance of fast speed.  Following the melody, tempo and the drum beat
women dance in a circular manner.  The movements of their feet are artistic.  Their
stepping varies with the change in the dance variety.  The musical instruments employed
are dhol, naga-ra-, bells, symbols and so on.  Ma-ndar is employed in the western territories.
Men and women wear dhotis and sa-ris, jackets and shirts, giving prominence to the
red colour.  Jewellery is traditional which include mandoli (necklace) a-ndu (anklet)
thela, rela (bracelet) and others.  On their hair they put on flowers, leaves or feathers.
While women dance in line holding each others arms, men dance freely occasionally
leaping and sitting amidst their movement.  The dance begins with men’s singing.
Women repeat the last lines of the men’s song.  The women dancer out first holds a
gamcha.  She waves it according to the dance movements.  She leads the dance line.
Jadur dance is performed during the Sarhul.  It is prohibited to perform at any other
times.
