The middle class still continues to be politically active and provides the leadership
not only in the ruling party but also in parties of rightist and various shades of leftist
ideologies. However, on the whole, the middle class has lulled itself into a feeling that
with the achievement of freedom its various social, economic and political goals have
been achieved and what remains to be done can now be done through the normal
legislative processes. Liberalism, which even in the developing countries has been the
philosophy of the middle classes, has been blunted by a false sense of achievement.
While the political goal of liberalism has achieved, though only in a formal sense, its
economic goals as reflected in the concept of a Welfare State or in the later neo-liberal
concept of a Democratic Socialist State are far from being achieved. It has now become
clear that the legislative process by itself cannot achieve results; in a primarily illiterate
and politically non-conscious society the benefits of legislation get diverted to groups
for whom they were not intended. There is therefore, an unfinished task still left for the
middle class liberal to perform in ensuring that the actions of the democratic polity are
supported, guided and channelled to serve the interests of the poor through education,

organization and democratic social action. In this task the mild mannered reformer,
the ascetic-self-sacrificing worker and the aggressively militant organizer have all a
contribution to make.

Some will say that the middle class which has aligned itself with the industrialist,
trader and large farmer can hardly be expected to promote or participate in activities
which are likely to be frowned upon by its masters. There is some truth in this remark.
yet it is to the same middle class that leftist and revolutionary parties look for new
recruits to undertake organizational work. In the underdeveloped countries there is
often no other class which can provide the initial leaven for any change whether of the
reformist or the revolutionary variety. At times some aggrieved and discontented
individuals of the middle class may make a convenience of the sufferings of the poor
and use their cause in an effort to achieve their own social or individual objectives. At
other times it may be that some of the socially conscious individuals who have taken
the altruistic values of their culture more seriously than others feel strongly motivated
to register protest at the flagrant violation of these values. It may also be that as a class
the middle class share in the economic and social deprivations of the poor to a greater
extent than any other group and see the opportunity of their interests being served by
espousing the cause of the working class and of the poor. Whatever the reasons, history
has shown repeatedly that the middle classes have played an important role in initiating
movements of social change - at least until the less advantaged groups have gathered
the courage and the strength to fight their own battles.
