From a biologist’s perspective, language has its own particular design

features.  It is present in virtually all humans, appears to be mediated by dedicated

neural circuitry, exhibits a characteristic pattern of development, and is grounded

in a suite of constraints that can be characterized by formal parameters.  Thus,

language has all the earmarks of an adaptation, suggesting that is could be

fruitfully studied from a biological and evolutionary perspective (Bickerton 1990;

Deacon 1997; Jackendoff 1999; Lenneberg 1967; Lieberman 1984; Pinker and

Bloom 1990). On the other hand, linguistic behaviour leaves no fossils, and many

characteristics of language appear unique to our species.  This suggests both that

the phylogenetic approach (constructing adaptive narrative that captures the

timing and functionality of language evolution in our species)  and the comparative

approach (using data from other species to gain perspective on characteristics of

our own) will be fraught with difficulty.
