Based on the following passage, answer the questions given below :

Speech may also reflect the social relations between the speaker and
addressee, most particularly the power and solidarity manifested in that
relationship ‘power’ is self explanatory, but ‘solidarity” is not. It concerns the
social distance between people, how much experience they have shared, how
many social characteristics they share, how far they are prepared to share
intimacies and other factors.

Let us for example take the English expressions John or Mr. Brown. Each
person has a number of different names by which he/she may be addressed

including first and family names and possibly a title such as Mrs/Mr/ Professor.

The possible combinations are two: either using the first name John or prefixing
Mr with family name, eg. Mr. Brown. How one decides as to how to address
someone depends on both power and solidarity. Using the first name is possible
if there is high solidarity between the speaker and the addressee. Using the full
name implies that the speaker has more power and the addressee has less.

On the other hand Mr. Brown is used if there is low solidarity and if John
Brown has more power than the speaker. There is less agreement and less certainity
over the names to be used in intermediate situations. Students joining a department
in a British university generally start calling the head of the department
Professor X since he/she is a distant superior. But as they come closer to him/her
through classroom teaching they feel that they know him quite well. The question
then arises whether and when they should start using first name. Sometimes the
problem can be resolved if the departmental head announces on the first day that
every one is allowed to call him by his first name. Power-solidarity are language
specific devices.
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In French the pronouns tu and vous both meaning ‘you” and both singular
although vous is also plural. The norms for choosing between first name only or
title plus family name in English, parallels the situation in the use tu for a close
subordinate and vous, for a distant superior in French. The studies show that
there have been considerable changes through time in the norms for using the
French pronouns which derived from Latin p-ronouns where the distinction was
one of number only tu ‘you, singular’ vos ‘you, plural’. For a number of complex
historical reasons vos and its historical derivatives came to be used to refer to
someone with greater power (especially, the emperor) without regard to solidarity
, but later solidarity became increasingly important until nowadays it overrides
power in determining which form to use. For instance, it was normal until recently
for French children to call their fathers vous, in recognition of his great power,
but now it is usual for them to call tu because of high solidarity, similar changes
have taken place in many Western European languages such as German and
