Read the following paragraph carefully and answer the questions below in 1-2 sentences.

This brief consideration of bilingualism and bidialectalism allows us to draw our
discussion to a close by raising an outstanding problem for linguistic research.
Throughout our discussions of grammars, we have implicitly adopted an important
idealisation, viz. that we are concerned with understanding the nature of the internalised
linguistic system of a monolingual (indeed, monodialectal) native speaker, functioning
in a monolingual (monodialectal) environment. Now, idealisation is a necessary strategy
in scientific enquiry, and we maintain that the successes which have been achieved by
adopting this idealisation amply justify it. At the same time, sociolinguistic research
reveals the extent of the idealisation and raises the question : what is the nature of the
internalised system of linguistic representation for someone who is bilingual (or
bidialectal) ? More specifically, does such a person have two grammars and the facility
for switching between them, or a single grammar within which choices can be made ?
Unfortunately, we do not have the space to pursue these questions here, and it may be
that such pursuit, with the attendant dropping of our idealisation, is unlikely to yield
much insight from our current level of understanding. It is, however, worthy of note
that whereas the sociolinguistic research to which we have drawn attention earlier is
quite properly concerned with external determinants of language choice, the issues we
are now considering are formulated so as to be consistent with Chomsky’s internalist
perspective. We therefore see another sense in which the sociolinguistic perspective

can be seen as complementing the position which has informed most of our discussion.
