
HOW TO CALCULATE GATE PERCENTILE


A percentile score of 99 means you are in the top 1% category of the candidates who appeared for GATE. 

For Example:

First,determine your overall Rank.
Second, Determine total number of candidates appearing in your category.
Use the Formula,

P=((T-R)/R)*100 where P=percentile.
T=Total candidates
R=All India Rank.

If R=700, T=3000,
P=((3,000-700) / 3,000) x 100 ---> P=(2,300 / 3,000) x 100 ---> P= 0.766 x 100 ---> P=76.6%

which gives you that percent. So you cannot judge the direct marks needed to get out of 1000 in GATE.

The All India Rank,Number of students everything matters a lot when it comes to percentile calculation.

It can also be calculated by,

P = (number of candidates who have scored less marks than the candidate / N) x 100
