Ideologies are formed and reformed through history; new elements are
borrowed and old ones transformed or discarded. Ideologies reflect an already
constituted reality but they also help to shape reality. A religious ideology is not
autonomous of the socio-political and economic context in which it operates. It
does express and advance certain interests and is used to legitimate power
structures and a particular order of society. But it is not possible to understand
an ideology from an analysis of the mode of production or economic facts or even
from the class position of those who hold it. Ideas can become social forces in
their own right. Religious ideologies inform social practices and can have a
“practical’ impact on society. They organize men and women into action. Religious
ideologies, as discussed above, draw groups together and cement alliances. But
they can also divide society. Religious ideologies are thus both the medium in
which collective social solidarities are constructed and the means through which

conflicts and differences are pursued.
