One of the most important consequences of the spiritual revolution which
has been described was the bifurcation of belief and organisation as religion and
the state. The religions of this period, and some of the philosophies which grew
into schools and united people around a common belief, threw upon the individual
the responsibility of distinguishing between right and wrong, and made him realise
that his real happiness, his fulfilment, his salvation lay in doing what was right.
Not only the ruler but also the priest, not only power and the material good it
could provide, but also temples, offerings, ritual were declared to be of no service
or help to man in his moral striving. Kings and priests would be instruments of
evil unless they also accepted the responsibilities imposed on them by the true
religion. We do not, therefore, after this period see the assimilation of beliefs, the
transformations of deities taking place as a matter of course to give religious and
ritualistic sanction to political changes, to conquest or subjection of one people by
another. Instead, we find individuals and religious communities by themselves
or through their rulers and armies judging, supporting or opposing individuals

or religious communities holding other beliefs.
