Culturally, the period making the advent of iron (first half of the first
millennium B.C.) was coeval in the north with the Painted Grey Ware in the west
(Punjab, Haryana, Rajasthan and Western Uttar Pradesh), and the black-and-
red ware in the east (eastern Uttar Pradesh, Bihar and West Bengal). Not
withstanding the standardized table ware character of the former ware, no urban
pattern is recognizable in the material culture represented by it. The material
equipment of the people using this ware was none too rich. The houses were
made of adobe. A few copper or iron objects are the only indications of the use of
metal. The impact of iron does not appear to have brought about any catalytic
change in the economy of the people, nor contributed substantially to the
specialization of crafts. The social and economic patterns remained rural. This
was the period when Janapadas or chiefdoms with fairly well-defined boundaries
were being formed. A remarkable chronological proximity is noticed between
the beginning of the Painted Grey Ware and the later Vedic Age. There can,

therefore, be no reasonable doubts in ascribing this ware to later Aryans.
