Children in difficult circumstances include both the street children and the children
working in an unappropriate work processes and situations. The term “child labour”
is generally used to refer to, “any work by children (under 14 years of age, in case of
India) that interfere with their full physical and mental development, the opportunities
for a desirable Minimum education and of their needed recreation”. In reality, children
do a variety of work in widely divergent conditions. At one end of the continum, it is
palpably, destructive or exploitative. A the other end, the work may be beneficial
providing or enhancing a child’s Physical, Mental, Spiritual, Moral or Social
development without interfering with schooling, recreation and rest. Fyfe attempts to
provide a distinction by differentiating between “Child work” and “Child labour”.
Child work is considered as permissible, while the child labour is prohibitive.
