Philosophy of religion should employ the scientific method and the canons
of imminent criticism to examine the varieties of religious experience set forth by
supernaturalism, animism, anthropomorphism, dogmatism and fundamentalism.
Religion is the thought of God revealed in faith and realised in intuition. The
eternal varieties of religion are veritable in personal experience and are embodied
in the logical idea of rationality, the moral idea of righteousness and the aesthetic
idea of rapture. While philosophy gropes for God without any fixity or finality in
its speculation, theology becomes dogmatic and fanatical by substituting sect for
system and ritualism for righteousness. But in the Philosophy of Religion, religion
illumines Philosophy, and Philosophy justifies religion. Revelation is a body of
eternal objective and spiritual truths treasured up in scripture and realisable by
intuition. Religion mediates between Revelation and Intuition and corrects the

dogmatism of the former and the subjectivism of the latter.
