JAPANESE
PAPER —II1

This paper consists of two parts - (A and B). All questions
are compulsory.

Use of maximum ‘KAN]JI” is desirable.

There are 10 questions in Part A. All questions carry equal
marks. Question No. 1 to 6 in Part A are to be answered
in short note form in about 180 words each. Candidates
have a choice to answer upto a maximum number of three
questions in English. At least three questions must be
answered in Japanese.

In Part B, an Essay is to be written in Japanese on one of
the three given topics in about 1200 characters
(3 genkoyoshi of 400 spaces each).
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As globalization has become more common around the World, interaction among
countries has increased in the past few years. Generally, this fact is considered positive.
However, it is also true that the circumstances we are facing are not all that easy.
There are different life styles as well as ways of thinking. This can cause troubles
which are being faced by the society that we live in now. However, through my
experience, I have learnt the diversity of culture as compared to my own, and how
people accept each-other’s ideas.
