After independance India faced many problems. These included a vast number
of illiterates. Till today, the problem is continuing. ‘Eradication of illiteracy was felt
that Adult Education had to be given utmost priority with a view to promote national
development and reconstruction. Women formed almost fifty percent of our population
but constituted more than ninty percent of the illiterates making the problem more
serious. Besides this it was also observed that the imbalance existed across regions,
communities, Castes etc. Planners had had a tough time to prepare a national
programme for the education of adults. The constitution of India laid emphasis on
Adult Education for eradicating illiteracy among adults. So were the various forums.
The Education Commission (1964-66) also urged that Adult Education be promoted
both through ‘selective” as well as “mass approach’ since then continous efforts are
being made.
