The Iraqis felt freed from
Syrian tutelage. The Shi’ites considered themselves avenged. The clients became
emancipated. Al-Kufah, on the border of Persia, was made the new capital.
Khurasanians formed the Caliphal bodyguard and Persians occupied the chief
posts in the government. The original Arabian aristocracy was replaced by a
hierarchy of officers drawn from the whole gamut of nationalities under the
Caliphate. The old Arabian Muslims and the new foreign converts were beginning
to coalesce and shade off into each other. Arabianism fell, but Islam continued,

and under the guise of international Islam Iranianism marched triumphantly on.
