It is acknowledged that various disciplines have, at different times, undergone rather
profound changes, but such changes, having been internally negotiated and contained, are
seen as part of the normal instability of the entire knowledge enterprise. Four conditions, it
seems to me, must obtain in order to put a discipline in jeopardy. The four conditions derive
from the four basic constitutive elements of a discipline : (1) a normative object of study ;
(2) a defined field within which this object obtains or is constituted ; (3) a determinate set of
theories and methodological procedures that are applied to the object in the field ; (4) a set of
individuals who are recognised and identify themselves as practitioners of the discipline and
some of whom are engaged in, among other things, the training of those who will succeed
them in this practice.

Comparative Literature is doing very well as far as the fourth element is concerned, at
least in North America. The number of programmes and departments has grown considerably
in recent years, and there is a sense that comparatists, alongside feminists and scholars of
ethnic studies, represent what is most progressive and most interesting in the teaching of
literature. Some disagreement still obtains as to who is properly trained and qualified
comparatist, but it tends to be obscured in the relative success of the enterprise at large.

In recent years, it is the third element that has received the most attention. When even
such mass-media instruments as the New York Times and Newsweek begin to write about the
theoretical and methodological disputes that have agitated our domain, it is clear that this
agitation must have reached a threshold beyond which a more direct societal interest begins
to assert itself.
