Folklore comes early and stays late in the lives of all of us. In spite of the
combined forces of technology, science, television, religion, urbanization and
creeping literacy, we prefer our close personal associations as the basis of learning
about life and transmitting important observations and experiences.

Actually, Folklore is a word very much like culture, it represents a tremendous
spectrum of human expression that can be studied in a number of ways and for
a number of reasons. Its primary characteristic is that its ingredients seem to
come directly from dynamic interaction among human beings in a communal
traditional performance contexts rather than through the more rigid lines and
fossilized structures of technical instructions or bureaucratized education or
through the relatively stable channels of the classical traditions.

Infact, Folklore in its broadest senes, includes all knowledge that is passed
on by word of mouth and all crafts that are learnt by imitation or example. It is
therefore very much appropriate to say that men are creatures of culture rather
than knowledge per, creatures of habit rather than reason, and what the individual

learns at home and in the streets has more influence than the facts that he has
been told in the School Room.
