The work of the folklorist is not merely the collection of texts, but also the
study of the context of particular performances. The folklorist must attend folk
performances and record many aspects of the performance, observe many types
of activities and interview many people. They must be aware that the performance
depends not just on the performers, but on the audience as well. The days one
could call a village into the folklorist’s university office to collect oral texts are
long past. Collection of folklore in this manner is no longer an accepted practice
in modern folkloristics. The evolutionist theories of the nineteenth century
colonialists saw folklore as a survival of earlier stages of mental and cultural
development. They saw little need to record and document information regarding
the present context of folklore. The carriers of folklore (the folk) were of lesser
importance than their lore. Today, however, the emphasis has been reversed.
The performers and the contexts have gained their rightful place in the study of
folklore.
