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2. Explain the essential elements of a Tort highlighting

The plaintiff suffered massive monetary loss due to
his unaunthorised banquet hall, located in a residential
colony, being selectively sealed, by the competent
authority, in compliance with a resolution passed by
his political rivals. Decide, whether tortious liability
arises in this Case.

Decide, after
discussing the whole law relating to the aforesaid
maxim.
