“Non - violence, certainly, is one of the highest virtues. Christianity, Jainism,
Buddhism, Hinduism, Islam and almost all religions of the world give due importance
to it. In modern times, Gandhi, Martin Luther King, and Daisaku Ikeda of Japan have
tried to promote and practise non - violence very seriously in their respective fields and
lives. They have reminded us that violence cannot solve any of our problems - these
may be social, political, economic or even religious. In fact their argument seems to be
convincing and correct. The background of the past clearly shows that the nature of
violence is counter - productive. It only multiplies. Violence is negative and non -
violence is positive. Violence destroys, on the other hand non - violence reconstructs.
History is a witness that war (violence) has destroyed many. The remaining survivours
have divided themselves into various groups which have been fighting continuously
with each other. This is a mad race which has no ending. Moreover, violence creates
unethical atmosphere of anger, hatred, jealousy and above all leads to revenge. The
whole atmosphere is surcharged with rage and cut - throat competition. As a result,
there is no peace, no rest, no patience and no religious tolerance. What remains behind
is restlessness, tension and constant fear of to be killed anytime. All scruples are thrown
to the winds and a yesterday’s friend becomes a foe, the next day. The pace of
development is also put on the shelf as everyone is busy in collecting more and more
dangerous arms to defeat the opoonent. In such a situation we have to decide : Do we
want existence or non - existence” ?
