INTRODUCTION

This Handout describes the kind of tests which will be given
to you in the Written Examination. The written examination
comprises of Objective type tests. First four tests will be
Common for all and the test of Professional Knowledge will
be different for each stream.

In objective type tests, answers are not to be written in words
or sentences. There is more than one answer suggested for
each question. These are shown against each question. Of
these, there is only ONE right answer. You have to select the
right answer from amongst the given answers.

GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS

1.

Particulars to be Noted : Please note carefully your Roll
Number, date, time and venue for the examination given
in the call letter. Please also note “Instructions for
Examination” on the call-letter.

Call letter : Affix firmly a copy of your recent passport
size photograph in the space provided for it in the call
letter and bring it with you when you come to the venue
for the examination. You will not be permitted to appear
for the examination if you do not bring the call letter with
the photograph affixed on it.

Compliance with Instructions : You should scrupulously
follow the instructions given by test administrators and
the invigilators at all the stages of the examination for
which you have been called. If you violate the instructions
you will be disqualified and may also be asked to leave
the examination hall.

Use of Calculators, Books, Notes and Copying or
Receiving/Giving Assistance Not Allowed : No
calculator, separate or with watch, books, cell-phones,
note-books or written notes will be allowed inside the
examination hall. Any candidate who is found either
copying or receiving or giving assistance will be
disqualified.

Sample Answersheet and How to fill information On
it : Asample answersheet is attached to this booklet at
the end. Fill in the required biodata and other information
on this answersheet for your practice and bring it with
you to the examination hall. You will get a similar
answersheet in the examination hall, on which you will
have to copy the biodata and other information already
filled in by you on the sample answersheet.

Use of HB Pencil and Ball Pen : You are required tofill in
the information on the answersheet which you will get in
the examination hall, by HB pencil and ball-point pen.
You are required to mark your answers by HB pencil
(the commonly used pencil) for objective type tests and
use ink/ball pen to write your answers to Descriptive type
questions. Therefore, you should bring with you two HB
pencils, a good quality eraser, a sharpener and a ball-
point pen. You are advised to bring two pencils to avoid
mending a pencil during the examination as you may
lose time. Use ball-point pen for filling up the information
only in boxes 1-11 on Side 1. Use HB pencil only, for
filling up information in boxes 13-20 on side 1 of the
answersheets and box 29 on side 2 of the answersheet.
All the answers on side 2 should be marked by using
HB pencil only.
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7. Handling answersheet Please handle your
answersheet with extreme care and keep it dust free. If
it is mutilated, torn, folded, wrinkled or rolled, it may not
be valued by the machine. Answersheets and question
papers and Question-cum-answer papers for Descriptive
Type papers, wherever applicable, will be supplied by
the organisation. After the testis over, you should hand
over all the test material i.e. the answersheet, question
paper and Descriptive Type papers to the invigilator
before leaving the room. Any candidate who does not
return any of the test materials or is found to attempt to
take or pass on the question booklet or answersheet
inside or outside the examination hall will be disqualified.

8. Fillinalltheinformation asked for on the answersheet
and question booklet otherwise your answersheet will
not be assessed.

9. Do not leave your seat unless you are allowed.

10. Do your rough work, if any, on the question booklet and
not on the answersheet.

11. Check all the pages and questions in your question
booklet.

13. There will be PENALTY for wrong answers in objective
type tests.

14. This booklet is just a guideline for the kind of examination
you are going to take and the sample questions are only
illustrative and not exhaustive. In actual examination there
may be some other types of questions also.

STRUCTURE OF WRITTEN EXAMINATION

The details of the type of tests, number of questions, time
given to solve the questions, etc. are given ahead, separately
for each post. All the tests will be bilingual except the test of
English Language. The sample questions given in this
handout are only for objective type tests of Reasoning, Q.A.
English and General Awareness. The tests of Professional
Knowledge will attempt to cover the job-relevant portion of
the syllabus of the respective specialization.

Note : The questions in objective type Test of Reasoning,
English Language, Quantitative Aptitude and General Aware-
ness will be of such level of difficulty, which can easily be
answered by the competing candidate population. The crite-
ria for these tests will be based on group norms of the com-
peting candidate population. The usual relaxation in marks
will be applicable to SC/ST/PH category. The Professional
Knowledge test will have a weightage and the marks ob-
tained in this test will be reckoned while merit listing the
candidates.
