The colonial and semi-colonial countries, which have “liberated” themselves from

direct political subjugation of the advanced imperialist countries, and which are trying

to reshape their backward economy, feudal and semi-feudal social structure and

traditional authoritarian culture on the basis of capitalist mixed economy postulates,

constitute the underdeveloped societies.

What is significant for our theme is that these underdeveloped societies are

consciously making a sustained effort to develop their economy, polity, social framework

and cultural matrix on an unprecedented scale.
