basket - impressions on the basis of some of the pots is common in all regians. In
respect of material equipment, the Yango-Shao culture in both regians presents a different
cultural style than that of Kashmir, as revealed by the range of ceramies and forms,
including the painted ware, terracotta human figuriness, house models and sreparately
located cemetries vis-a-vis the habitation area.
