Both Nasik on the Godavari and Jorwe on the tributary Pravara work to rule in
the microlithic phase; indeed, Jorwe never got beyond that phase, though it mitigated
its scraps of chert and chalcedony with six flat-axes and a bangle of low-grade bronze
which is probably in fact a natural copper alloy. The presence of the copper axes here
and at Maheshwar may represent a hang-over from the Indus or sub-Indus culture of
the north-west coast; it is less remarkable than is their general absence from these
microlithic sites, where their utility in the recurrent process of jungle-clearance must
have been cardinal.
