Gender is a term that has psychological and cultural rather than biological
connotations if the proper terms of sex are ‘male” and ‘female’ the corresponding terms
for gender are masculine and feminine; the latter may be quite independent of sex.
Gender denotes the degree of masculinity or feminity found is a person, and obviously,
while there is a mix of both in many humans, the normal male has a preponderance of
masculinity and the normal female a preponderance of masculinity and we believe
that attitudes, behaviors, trails are socially prescribed, taught and learned.
