For a ‘longtime’ little attention was paid to crimes committed by government
officials against private citizens. The situation changed after the criminal violations
during Watergate in 1972. The scandal erupted during the administration of President
Richard M. Nixon which led to his resignation. He was the first US President to resign
in disgrace. Nixon was pardoned by his successor, President Gerald Ford, but some
officials in Nixon Administration were convicted. Some of them served prison sentences.
The Watergate scandal became a symbol of the above of power by the government,
with parts of its name used in subsequent scandals. For example the Iran-Cortra scandal,
which began to unfold in 1986 was referred to as Irangate.
