Probation is viewed as the bright hope for the future of corrections. It is generally
conceded, however, that the full potential of this alternative to imprisonment cannot
be reached without some effort to fulfill two major needs :

1.

Development of an effective system to determine which offenders should
receive probation.

Provision of support and services to probationers out in the community to allow
them to live independently in a socially accepted way. To achieve these goals,
probation services should be organised, staffed and funded properly. The shifting
of money and resources to the efforts of Community-based projects is necessary
to make probation a viable alternative. The National Adivisory Commission on
Criminal Justice Standards and Goals has recommended the national use of
probation as the most desirable disposition, preferably without adjudication of
guilt. It has also recommended that probation, which started on a volunteer
basis, seek out volunteers to serve in all capacities.
