Drug Abuse in North Eastern Region

The single most critical factor in spread of intravenous drug abuse in the
North-Eastern Region is its long boundary with Myanmar, part of the Golden Triangle,
the worlds major sources of drugs specifically heroin. The Golden Triangle was minor
source till 1980s. Following the crackdown by the United States and other International
agencies on the Mexican centres, production and availability from the Golden Triangle
picked up in 1986. About 20% demand of heroin in USA is to be met by the Golden
Triangle formed by Myanmar, Laos and Thailand largely shipped through Singapore,
Malaysia and Indonesia.
