Travel became easier after the sixteenth century when stage coaches were built. The
most revolutionary step in travel was the replacement of dirt roads with hard surface
roads in the first decade of the nineteenth century. Soon Europe had its first railways
which expanded into a network. Thomas Cook saw an opportunity in the new railway
system and introduced package tours, traveller’s cheques, hotel vouchers and other
facilities making travel easy. He became the first travel agent. Steamships that followed,
made international travel comfortable, bringing Americans to Europe and taking
Europeans to North America in less than a week. The introduction of automobile in
the beginning of the twentieth century brought travel within the reach of many people

in industrialised countries.

Airlines followed and the technological changes in the transportation industry
made it possible to carry hundreds of people over the oceans in a few hours at a cost
which was well within the reach of the middle classes in Europe and North America.
Travel was therefore, democratised which led to mass tourism in some parts of the

world.
