Self-report surveys home relied primarily on college and high
school students for subjects, although prison inmates and probationers/parolees have
also been surveyed. The greatest strength of self-report research is that researchers can
correlate admitted offenses with a variety of characteristics of respondents that go
beyond the demographics of age, race and gender.
