Read the following passage carefully and answer all the five questions in 30
words each.

Kings, rulers and nobles vied with one another to set up public libraries and
to patronize learning. Add al-Dawlah (ruled 977-983) set up a public library in
Shiraz. It was very well organized with a director, assistant director and inspector.
It also had a well - maintained catalogue of books. Similar libraries soon sprang
up in Basra, Rayy, Karkh and other cities of the Islamic world. In Egypt, the
Fatimid rulers set up a chain of educational institutions and public libraries. One
of them had the reputation of being the largest in the Islamic world. It had a vast
collection of books on the various sciences, which were stored in forty large rooms.
The library had twelve hundred copies of Ibn Jarir al Tabari’s celebrated work on
history. In 1004, the Fatimid Caliph al-Hakim built an academy in Cairo, which
was known as Dar al-Hikmah. The library, which was attached to the academy,
had over a million books. It had a reading room as well as rooms for lectures and
meetings. The Fatimid Vizier Yaqub ibn Killis founded an academy with an
attached library. The vizier used to spend a thousand dinars a month on the
maintenance of the library.
