The problems discussed by the early thinkers mainly concerned the origin

of the world or universe, and to its constituents. Life is short, and a sacrificial

performance could bring only temporary happiness, they agreed. It could not

mean eternal joy ; on the contrary, it may sometimes be a source of much

unhappiness. If that was so, it was necessary to discover the source of eternal

peace, but could eternal peace be achieved through the life a sacrificer leads ? If

not, should not an alternative be sought ? This was the next question. The balance

was in favour of a new mode of life, the life of renunciation as opposed to the life

of plenty led by a householder. Subsequently, the system of dsramas or the four

stages of life was evolved, and the last two, those of vanaprastha and sannyasa,

gave opportunities for speculation on the problems of ultimate reality and absolute

happiness.
