24. Business in Japan has the lifetime employment system and employees have a strong
sense of belonging to the company. The fact that the employees prioritize the company
over the family tended to be regarded as natural. Accordingly, if one is transferred (to
a different place), it is difficult to refuse. However, transfer puts children at a
disadvantage with exam approaching, and if one owns a house, it must be managed in
his absence. In such cases, the father leaves his wife and children behind and sets out
to his place of work alone. As there are a lot of problems in living apart from the
family, taking up a post away from one’s family has become a social issue and businesses

have begun to deal with this problem.

In contrast to wooden houses, high-
rise apartments are sealed, so air-conditioning has become indispensible equipment.
The rooms with flooring rush-mats are becoming more and more scarce, traditional

Japanese customs are also starting to fade away.
