24. Japan’'s relations with South Asia have been strengthened through active political and
cultural exchanges. Japan participated for the first time in 14" South Asian Association
for Regional Cooperation (SAARC) Summit as an observer nation. The foreign minister
Taro Aso announced Japan’s cooperation in the areas of democratization and peace
building, the promotion of regional cooperation, and the promotion of people to people
exchanges. In addition to the visit of Prime Minister Abe to India in August, Japan
India relations enjoyed active exchanges of high level visits including cabinet ministers.
Moreover, the year 2007 marked not only Japan-India Exchange Year but also the 35th
anniversary of the establishment of diplomatic relations between Japan and Bangladesh.
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25. Buddhism was the first systematic religious philosophy that was introduced in Japan
and it had a profound cultural and philosophical impact. Architecture, metallurgy,
medicine and even agricultural techniques, were strongly affected by Buddhist concepts.
