The adult education programmes should emphasise on making economically
and socially deprived sections literate. Several of them have grown up in culturally
rich environment where verbal education has been imparted for over generations.
The adult education programmes should conform to their cultural and intellectual
status and their inherent artistic talent and encourage credits and skill
development. Still the problem of encouraging continuous participation in literacy
and follow-up programmes, needs to be dealt with.
